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Introduction

The National Conference on Recent Trends in Signal Processing (NCSP’15) is a two day national
conference conducted by the Department of Electronics and Communication Engineering at
Madanapalle Institute of Technology and Science during 18" and 19" of February 2015. The National
Conference attracted a number of participants from across the state and from other states as well.
The objective of national conference is to provide a scientific forum and common platform for
academicians, industrialists, research scholars and students of the country to share and exchange
their knowledge, expertise and experience of recent trends and innovations in the application field
of signal processing.
