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Gandhi Jayanti, on 2" October, is celebrated in India to pay tribute to the Father of Nation- Mohandas
Karamchand Gandhi. We celebrated Gandhi Jayanthi with great enthusiasm on 2" of October. This day
reminds us of freedom struggle and the power of non-violence by Bapu.
