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A Guest Lecture on “Conceptual Design of Earthquake Resistant Structures” was organized by the Department of Civil Engineering
for M Tech and B Tech students, in the forenoon session on 19" January, 2018.

The resource person Dr. M B Patil, Professor & Head, Department of Civil Engineering, Govt. SKSJTI, K R Circle,
Bengaluru addressed the students.

The Programme started at 11:20 am with greetings and inviting the dignitaries namely, Dr. P Perumal, Senior Professor & Head,
Dept. of Civil engineering, MITS, Dr. Ram Gupta, International professor and Dr. M B Patil, Professor & Head, Dept. of Civil
Engineering, Govt. SKSJTI on to the dais by Dr. Dipankar Roy, Associate Professor, Dept. of Civil Engineering.

Speaking on the occasion, Dr. P Perumal, Professor & Head/Civil conveyed a strong message that the students have to utilise the
opportunities provided by the management and the faculty in bringing eminent personalities for lectures and talks, which will help
them to make their basics strong and gain more knowledge on subjects.

During the Introductory words, the International Professor - Dr. Ram Gupta provided the enthusiasm to the students to make use of
the lecture and appreciated management for providing all benefits for the students to develop their knowledge level. By these talks he
conveyed best wishes to the resource person to handle the guest lecture.

The introduction of guest to all students and faculty members was carried out by Mr. N Amaranatha Reddy by reading his biodata and
recalling all his achievements and roles he has acted in his carrier.

The session was handed over to the resource person, Dr. M B Patil. In the session 11:45 am to 1:15 pm, he addressed all students and
delivered his lecture.

He made the students to get attention towards his lecture by explaining basic design concepts in design of earthquake resistant
structures. He brought in to notice that new codal provisions has to be followed while designing the structure for earthquake zones. He
addressed all the students to use 1893-2016 code book which is the new revised edition of 1893-2002 for Analysis and design of
earthquake resistant structures.

He made all design concepts to cover within 35 points and he explained one by one, all 35 points. In his lecture he stressed to avoid
soft storey structures in the building because soft stories are very vulnerable to earthquake. He showed different collapsed structure
due to soft storey effect. He addressed students that as a structural engineer in each and every point care should be taken while
designing these types of structures. He explained about the softwares which are useful to perform the analysis and design of high rise
structures considering earthquake loads.

He said that he designed several buildings in and around the country and out of country also. For all structures they have considered
earthquake effects and designs have been done for those effects.

He stressed that while designing tall structures or tubular structures earthquake loads has to be considered and should read the code
books thoroughly and to avoid the soft story to maximum extent.

He also clarified the queries of enthusiastic young minds with a great zeal during the interaction time.

The resource person was honoured by a token of respectable appreciation by Dr. P Perumal, HoD of Civil Department, Dr. Ram
Gupta, International Professor and along with all faculty members of the department.

All the faculty of Civil Department were present on the programme in helping the students to accommodate themselves during the
lecture hour.
