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The Department of Computer Science & Engineering and III Cell organized a three day training programme on 
‘Hands-on Training on Internet of Things’ for the Final Year students from 15-17 February 2017 under 
TEQIP-II by the resource person Mr Chetan R P., Director - ERT Tech. Services, Bangalore. 

 In the morning session of the first day, after the formal introduction, the resource person delivered a lecture to 
the participants. He gave the introduction to Internet of Things (IoT). He explained the applications of IoT in 
present world and the importance of automation in various fields. In the afternoon session he explained  
different hardware used in applications of IoT. He then delivered Introduction to Arduino platform, Types of 
Arduino, Arduino Uno R3 board layout, MCU block Architecture, Block diagram and its features. He gave 
Introduction to Arduino programming with Hands-on programming using GPIO interfacing, LED & Switch 
interfaces, LCD interface,Timing Functions and Interrupts. The final Year students did the experiments on the 
same.
